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Campus Dining Meal Plans

In order to better meet your campus dining
needs, we have designed the following meal
plans for the academic year. If you need to
purchase a meal plan, or if you would like to
make a change to the plan you have already
selected, simply contact the JagCard Office at
706-731-7080. Your meal plan transactions

Having trouble selecting a meal plan? Try
considering your daily routine... Do you eat
three meals a day? Will your class schedule,
studying, extracurricular activities and social
events interfere with your dining? Will you miss
dinner due to employment or evening classes?
Anticipating the answers to these and similar
questions will help you to select a meal plan
that best fits your lifestyle.

MEAL PLAN A: Purchase $125 and receive
$135 in purchasing power.

MEAL PLAN B: Purchase $250 and receive
$275 in purchasing power.

MEAL PLAN C “BEST VALUE”: Purchase $500

and receive $560 in purchasing power.

Note: Meal plan dining dollars may only be
used in ASU Campus Dining Locations. A
separate JagCash account may be established
for use in the ASU Bookstore, Vending, Laundry,
the ASU Copy Center, Media Services, Public
Safety, or other locations.

JagCards

Your JagCard allows you to make purchases
at the vending machines, photocopiers, all
ASU Campus Dining locations, the ASU
Bookstore, Media Services, Copy Center,
Library and even Public Safety. More locations
are being added all the time. Just swipe and
go—it's faster than cash or credit cards! Your
JagCard also gives students free access to
many ASU Events—athletics, Student Activities
events and many others. There is no easier
way to pay for goods and services on cam-
pus. Parents and students love the conven-
ience of being able to add funds that can be
used on campus. Your JagCard is an exira
measure of security to life on campus by not
having to carry cash for everything. If you lose
your card you can deactivate it the moment
you let the JagCard Office know and transfer
your funds to a new card. Deposit money at
